Frequently Asked Questions

How long has Jones Day been in China?

Jones Day has been active in the Greater China market for more than 20 years assisting clients in meeting their
business objectives. The Firm opened its Shanghai office in 1999, and the Beijing office in 2003. Jones Day is a
pioneering international law firm in Greater China, with offices in Mainland China, Hong Kong and Taiwan,

making Jones Day one of the few fully integrated international law firms in China.

What are Jones Day’s practices and strengths in China?

What is the background of the Jones Day International Legal Fellowship?

The Jones Day International Legal Fellowship developed as a result of the Firm’s dedication to legal development
in China. Since 2001, Jones Day has awarded 91 Fellowships to legal students in Shanghai, with prizes totaling Rmb
1,239,000 (US$195,118), and 56 Fellowships to legal students in Beijing, with prizes totaling Rmb840,000
(US$132,283).

Who are the previous Fellowship winners?

There have been 91 previous Fellowship winners from nine different Shanghai universities: Fudan University (&
H_K%#), the East China University of Politics and Law (2 2RIBUZ 7 Pi), the Shanghai Institute of Foreign Trade
(EEANEH 27 Bit), Shanghai International Studies University (A1 E 15K 572), Jiaotong University (A2 K
%), Shanghai University (_F:i5K%%), the Shanghai University of Finance and Economy (I 48 K 5%), East
China University of Science and Technology (f£ 4 Bl T. K %) and Tongji University (_F¥#F [A] 55 K%). In addition,
there have been 56 previous Fellowship winners from six different Beijing universities: Peking University (b3
K&, Tsinghua University (I 5K 2% ), Remin University of China( A R K 5%), the China University of Political
Science and Law (H [ BV K5F) , University of International Business and Economics (KANE TR 5 K&2)
and China Foreign Affairs University (JMZ5%Ft)» In addition to these successful applicants, we have also received
very impressive applications from East China Normal University (% < i K %), the Shanghai Maritime

University (_FEHEEZ 57 Fi).
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Who can apply for the Fellowship?

The competition is open to all graduate students attending selected universities in Shanghai and Beijing. It is also
open to undergraduate students in their third year and above attending selected universities in Shanghai and Beijing.
Previous Jones Day International Legal Fellowship winners are not eligible for consideration.

How do | apply for the Fellowship?

To apply for the 2013 Fellowship, please download the Application Form from the Jones Day website. Complete
the Personal Information Sheet. Then, write an essay to answer one question from Part 1 (in English and Chinese),
and write an essay as requested in Part 2 (in English and Chinese).

Completed applications must be received by mail, by personal delivery or by email to the respective Jones Day
Shanghai or Beijing office no later than April 22, 2013.

1f any evidence of dishonesty is found, the applicant will be disqualfied from
this year’s and future Fellowships, and their University will be informed.
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When is the deadline for applying for the Fellowship?

The deadline for applying for the Fellowship is April 22, 2013. It is the applicants’ own responsibility to ensure
that their application arrives at the respective Jones Day office in Shanghai or Beijing on or before deadline. Any
applications received after the respective deadlines will not be considered.

How are the winners decided?

There are several stages in the decision process. In each stage, applicants will be judged on their communication
skills, interpersonal skills and the originality and incisive nature of their written work. Students with the best
academic record do not necessarily make the best lawyers; the winners will be those whom the Jones Day selection
committees think will become the best lawyers in the future, even if they are not academically at the top of their
class.

What do the Fellowship winners receive?

Rmb15,000 and a Jones Day Fellowship certificate will be awarded to each of the 2013 Fellowship winners. We
hope these recipients will use the Jones Day Fellowship to support their education and experience in whatever legal
area they choose to pursue.
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
